Short papers (up to 8 pages) should present 
practice and experience reports containing 
good (and bad) practices and/or to present 
practical evaluations of methods, techniques 
and tools. 

Demonstration submissions (up to 4 pages) 
should present late breaking results related to 
the use of innovative tools. Papers should 
provide description of tools including user 
tasks and evidence of use to end-users.  
 
Reviews: All submissions will be peer-
reviewed by the program committee. Accepted 
research full and short papers will be published 
in print and electronically in the conference 
proceedings. 
 
Proceedings will be published by Springer in 
the Lecture Notes in Computer Science 
(LNCS) series. All submissions must be prepa-
red according to the Springer LNCS format.
